Criteria Public Speaking Written Communication

Engagement High; allows real-time
interaction.

Moderate; lacks immediate
feedback.

Clarity Can include tone and body
language.

Requires clear and structured
writing.

Accessibility Limited to the audience
present. Accessible anytime and anywhere.

Feedback Immediate feedback through
audience reactions.

Delayed feedback through
comments or responses.

Preparation
Time

Requires practice and
rehearsal.

More time-consuming; requires
editing and revisions.
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
